1. Preamble  

The District Mineral Foundation Trust was established in Coimbatore 

District of the Tamil Nadu State for the benefits of people and area affected 

by mining activities. Funds under DMF are acquired from the lessees of 

Major and Minor Minerals as per the rates specified in the District Mineral 

Foundation Rules, 2017 with effect from 12.01.2015 and are utilized by the 

DMF as per the guidelines implementation of projects under PMKKKY. The 

objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the persons and areas affected 

by mining related operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the 

State Government, from time to time. 

2. Mission and Vision of the Trust 

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to 

“work for the welfare and development of mining affected people and area.  

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to 

“alleviate the adverse impacts of mining on communities and environment, 

and create sustainable development opportunities for current and future 

generations”. 

3. Powers of State Government to make rule and to collect funds for DMF 

As per the provisions of sub-section (1) of section 9B of Mines and 

Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015 and invoking 

the powers vested with the State Government in Section 15(4) and 15-A of 

the above said Act, the Government of Tamil Nadu has framed new rules 
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namely „Tamil Nadu District Mineral Foundation Rules, 2017‟ to establish a 

trustvide G.O. Ms. No. 57 Industries (MMD.1) Department, dated 

19.05.2017, as a non-profit body in each District of the State to collect 

District Mineral Foundation Fund from the lessees of Major and Minor 

Minerals to work for the interest and benefit of persons and areas affected 

by mining related operations in the District.The Said Rules have been 

Notified in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette Extra-Ordinary Issue 

No.143 dated 19.05.2017 and subsequent amendments as per the Tamil 

Nadu Government Gazette Extraordinary Issue No.248 dated 27.07.2017. 

4. Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana Scheme 

The Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred under 

section 20A of the MMDR Act, 1957, in the national interest directed the 

State Governments to incorporate the „Pradhan Mantri Khanji Kshetra 

Kalyan Yojana‟ into the DMFT rules for the District Mineral Foundations and 

to implement the said Scheme. The PMKKKY is being implemented in the 

District Mineral Foundation Trust by using the funds acquired in DMF. The 

overall objective of PMKKKY scheme will be  

a. to implement various developmental and welfare projects/programs 

in mining affected areas, and these projects/ programs will be 

complementing the existing ongoing schemes/projects of State and 

Central Government;  

b. to minimize/mitigate the adverse impacts, during and after mining, 

on the environment, health and socio-economics of people in 

mining districts; and  

c. to ensure long-term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people 

in mining areas. 
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As per the PMKKKY guidelines received by the order dated 16.092015, 

the amount collected under DMF can be spent in areas affected by mining. 

The affected areas have been divided into two categories viz  

a. Directly affected area – those areas where direct mining related 

operations such as excavation, mining, blasting, beneficiation and 

waste disposal etc., 

b. Indirectly affected area – those areas where local population is 

adversely affected on account of economic, social and environmental 

consequences of mining related operations. Further, the list directly 

and indirectly mining affected area are identified has been provided 

in Annexure-1. 

5. Utilization of fund 

The PMKKKY provides for the utilization of  

A. Not less than 60% of the trust fund is being utilized for High priority objects 

viz.,  

a. Welfare of the Mine Affected People 

(i) Drinking water supply  

(ii) Health Care  

(iii) Education  

(iv) Welfare of Women and Children  

(v) Welfare and Aged Disabled people  

(vi) Skill development. 

b. Welfare of Mine Affected Area. 

(i) Physical Infrastructures viz Road, Bridges, Railways, 

Water Ways Projects and maintenance and damage 
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repair of existing physical structures under the control of 

Local Bodies, State and Central Government caused by 

mining or quarrying activities in the nearby areas.  

(ii) Environment preservation and Pollution Control 

measures  

(iii) Irrigation Development and for any other purposes / 

activities for the affected persons and areas, as may be 

decided by the Government, time to time, by Notification.  

B. Not less than 40% of the trust fund is being utilized for other priority objects 

viz.,  

a. Irrigation development  

b. Energy and Watershed Development  

c. Environment Preservation and Pollution Control Measures and  

d. Any other measures for Enhancing Environment Quality in 

mining district or such other purposes as may be decided by the 

Governing Council 

e. Not less than 6% of Annual Receipts of the foundation, subject 

to an upper limit fixed by the Government, is ordered to utilize 

for Administrative, Supervisory, Overhead Costs or 

Establishment Expenses of the Foundation, provided that the 

Trust shall bear an expenditure up to 3% from and within the 

6% of its accrued funds  for the Services of the Personnel 

appointed from Government Departments or from Regular 

Employees of the District Panchayat or such other cadre as may 

be decided by the Government, for providing Administrative and 

Technical Assistance to the Trust. 

The activities undertaken by the Trust shall be executed through 

Government Departments, Agencies and Public Sector Undertaking as in the 

case of implementing the Government Projects.    
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6. Special provisions for scheduled areas 

The process to be adopted for utilization of PMKKKY funds in the 

scheduled areas shall be guided by the provisions contained in Article 244 

read with Schedule V and Schedule VI to the Constitution relating to 

administration of the Scheduled Areas and Tribal Areas and the Provisions 

of the Panchayats (Extension to the Scheduled Areas) Act, 1996 and the 

Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of 

Forest Rights) Act, 2006. 

7. Mineral resources of the District 

The Coimbatore District is predominantly covered with major &minor 

minerals such as Limestone, Quartz and Feldspar, Gypsum, Soapstone, 

Granites, roughstone and ordinary earth.  

8. Governance and Management of the DMFTrust 

a. Establishing deed for DMF fund 

In exercise of the powers conferred by the Sub-section 4 of Section 15, 

read with section 9B of MMDR, 1957, the Coimbatore District Mineral 

Foundation Trust has been constituted to regulate the composition, function 

and manner of working of DMF vide Proceedings of the Chairperson of 

Coimbatore District Mineral Foundation Trust cum District Collector Rc. No. 

471/Mines/2016 dated 04.04.2018.The deed of the Trust executed by the 

Settlor/District Collector Coimbatore on 21.09.2017 and the same was 

registered by document BK-IV, No/year,2061/2017 as per sub-rule (9) of 

Rule 5 of Tamil Nadu District Mineral Foundation Trust Rules, 2015.

9. Contribution of the Trust fund 

Every holder of a mining lease or a prospecting cum mining lease or 

quarry lease shall pay to the Coimbatore District Mineral Foundation Trust 

Fund as per the rates specified by the Central and State Governments from 

time to time at the rate of 30% on Royalty/Seigniorage fee for the leases 

granted before 12th January 2015 and at the rate of 10% for the leases 

granted after 12th January 2015. 

 

10.  Administrative arrangement of DMFT: 

The Rule 22 and clause 17 of the appendix to the Tamil Nadu District 

Mineral Foundation Rules, 2017 provides for administrative arrangements of 

DMFT. Accordingly, a Data entry operator and an Accountant were 

appointed for the administrative and technical assistance to the DMF Trust 

vide District Collector proceedings in Rc.No.863/Mines/2021 dated: 

05.08.2021.

audit assurance that the grant proceeds provided by DMFT are used for 

purposes intended in line with approved PIPs and Annual Work Plan and 

Budget.  

The accountant certify that  

i. The Balance Sheet read together with notes thereon gives a true 

and correct view of the state and affairs of the DMFT for the year 

ended as on 31st March 2022. 

ii. The Income and Expenditure accounts give a true and correct 

view. 

iii. Bank reconciliation statement has been prepared regularly for 

every month till the end of 31st March 2022. 

The audit report is completed up to the year 2020-21 and the same 

has been approved by the members of governing council.  

 

16. Status of the observation of AG audit objections: 

An audit observation was raised in the year 2017-18 by the 

Accountant General in paragraph A02 of Inspection Report no. 16-02 

regarding non realization of contribution from the 46 lessees to the District 

Mineral Foundation of an amount of Rs. 46,32,488.  

In this regard, it is informed that an amount of Rs. 40,29,673/- 

including interest was collected from 45 lessees. The Hon‟ble High Court of 

Madras in W.P.No.1256/ 2018, etc, dated 16.09.2019 ordered to refund the 

DMF amount remitted during the period 17.09.2015 to 19.05.2017. The
